AB 2283 Passed by Senate Energy, Utilities and Communications Committee

On June 22, 2004, AB 2283 was passed by the Senate Energy, Utilities and Communications Committee with a 5-3 vote. The legislation will authorize a state agency to designate a lead entity for 2-1-1 in California which will strengthen the 2-1-1 system throughout the State and provide a mechanism for allocation of Federal funds.
