Federal 2-1-1 Legislation to be Re-Introduced in 2005


Unfortunately, the Calling for 2-1-1 Act legislation (S1630, HR3111) was not heard in committee by the fall deadline.   Thank you all who worked hard to secure the support of over half of our California members of Congress.  Many other states were also successful with getting sponsors.   Thanks United Way of America for leading this effort and working Capitol Hill to get the legislation enacted to bring $200 million to 2-1-1 implementation efforts throughout the nation.  However, nationwide the level of sponsorship that we needed to move this legislation forward was not secured and the legislation will be reintroduced in 2005.
