CAIRS Receives Intervenor Compensation Funds from the CPUC

CAIRS has been granted $50,000 in Intervenor Compensation funds from the CPUC for its participation in Rulemaking 02-01-025, the initial CPUC decision around 2-1-1 that formed guidelines for the 2-1-1 implementation process in California.  CAIRS has designated the funds to be used for continued legal counsel on 2-1-1 issues, fund raising, and continuation of 2-1-1 California statewide coordination. 
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
